Handling at Tracking Test
byag) Green
Guiding Your Dog

It is not uncommon for a handler to help the dog fihe track in a training session, especially wihendog is hon-
estly trying to work out a difficult problem. Thast thing you want to do in training is make trackso difficult
that the dog gets frustrated, thereby learningdlike tracking. Unfortunately however, some hanglferget that
this is not permitted at a tracking test, or dogdtlize they are guiding their dogs.

According to AKC tracking regulations: "The purpaxfea Tracking Test is to demonstrate the dog'ktybd recog-
nize and follow human scent..." The AKC does nobgnize the dog/handler team, but the dog aloheing the
one who finds the article at the end of the tradle regulations also state: "Guiding is definethasavior by the
handler which influences or determines the dog&ction. Guiding is prohibited and the dog shalhierked
failed." A literal interpretation of this suggestst any restraining of the dog is guiding. Howeweost judges |
know interpret this rule more liberally.

In my opinion, there is often a fine line betweeding your dog and restraining or body languagestMrackers
would have no problem recognizing obvious guidsugh as pointing to the track ahead of the dog,imgabhe dog
from one place to another, or walking along thekrahead of the dog to encourage it to get busyeder, it has
been my experience that most guiding is less olsviban this.

Restraining a dog at a tracking test is not nec#gsansidered by most judges to be guiding, betn be. If a dog
sticks its nose down a critter hole, or is tryingchase a bunny it flushed on the track, the hamdég hold tightly
to the lead and try to prevent or limit these distions. However, when the judges think that thediex can see the
track (which sometimes happens from dew or otheditions), such restraining might be interpretedyaiging. In
wet conditions, | have seen a handler come toravitich was clearly visible, and not let the dogagy direction
except the right one. That is guiding. Although jildges in this case did not call it guiding, ofieghem later con-
fided to me that she regretted the decision tanallis dog to pass.

Body language can be interpreted as guiding. | sae® handlers lean severely one way or anotheiate to
the dog where they think the track goes. This sonestis a carryover from training, in which case tlandler may
not know he/she is doing it. When you know wheeettack is in training, you sometimes develop dumty lan-
guage without even knowing it.

Some dogs are very tentative in their tracking bmaThey track for a few steps, and then getrdited by some-
thing else. These are the most difficult dogs tode, since in training the handler may have teatgdly restrain
or correct them. It is very difficult for handles§ such dogs in tracking tests to avoid all sugpi®f guiding. Train-
ing on blind tracks may help the handler reducelioninate these bad habits, but some dogs just se@eed every
break they can get. If you are unsure about whethehavior you use in training is guiding, askjtltges before
you begin a tracking test.

The tracking rules allow handlers to approach tdegs and untangle their leads or give the dogné,dor in TDX,
to help them over a difficult physical obstacle vidwer, this doesn't mean guiding. While this isrofmedifferent
interpretations, | think an important distinctiawhether the handler's action tells the dog wttexdhandler thinks
the track is. If the handler lifts a dog over astable, it is important for the handler to simpiyt the dog down on
the other side and not indicate to the dog a lonatr direction where the track might go. This ngaat pointing tg
the track. Some judges and AKC reps interpret amytimg to the ground as guiding.

My advice to handlers is to use restraining andlaimechniques sparingly, and only when necestaprevent the
dog from doing something that is clearly not tragkiThis is not always easy to figure out, but ddivo much for
the dog may lead to an embarrassing failure atckitng test.

| think we all begin to track for the fun and enmjegnt we have with our dogs. At some point, weagothat
we’ve been building a stronger relationship togetrs a more confident dog.

In a short while, we come to the realization tihat dog is very likely capable of earning a trackitlg. But
are we, the human member of the team, ready?

This is an important time for you to sit down ahthk about YOUR training attitude and how to acleigour
goals. Because, after all, a title is YOUR goal, your dogs’ dream.

| have always said that every dog is capable cking, and most of earning a TD title. But notgveog
moves on to earn a TDX or an Urban Title, and yeeisome struggle in this attempt.

Moving from TD to TDX is a huge step. A much larggene commitment, much more planning, much more
land to work on with various obstacles availaldgust part of TDX training.

Moving to Urban from either TD or TDX is again, &by different. Finding urban locations that atatable
has become more challenging than many of us exghecte

The enthusiasm and capability of the handler Wik determine how well their dog progresses when t
tracks and situations become more difficult. Ahd more difficult the work becomes, the more fud e
warding it should be for the dog. Don't ever lptan the fun and the reward.

Having a plan and a goal is important in settin@upining program. Personally, | am one thatksor

Advanced training is a big mental game for the dhag,just a physical challenge.

Conditioning is also very important and should meluded as a regular part of your training, for ymal your
dog. Conditioning does not mean rigorous, extrerexcise; it can be as simple as long, brisk roalsy a
little jogging if you're able. We are lucky enougghhave a forest, and walks through this area sid@ndogs
trot, run a bit, climb, jump, and are always onith@ve. We don’t need quick spurts, or running;dodition
the dogs for long tracks. Tracking, no matter howuch fun, is hard work for the dog, and staminanigor-
tant.

If both you and your dog have developed the ‘rigttitude, built a firm foundation and improvedyour
training through your goals, always have fun inyacking training and time spent together, yooust be
able to achieve what you set out to do, whateveray be.

| always suggest you look at this great sportaékmng from the dogs’ point of view. It just mighelp!



On a personal note, | have found moving my dogs fstrictly vegetative tracks to urban settings \afij-
cult. Aside from finding good places to work, mgdpest challenge was my dogs’ attitude in WANTING t
work on hard surface. This took a lot of time amdlerstanding, on my part, and watching how my vy
dled it. Because urban tracks are still fairly nevCanada, most of us did not put our dogs on barthce
(other than road crossings) until after achievimgXTtitles. It's a huge step. | will never startadher dog
strictly on vegetative surfaces only, but will imporate hard surface, to some extent, in earlpitrgiplans.
